King William Supervisors Amend

*

During the February 9" meeting of the

King William County Board of
Supervisors, Planning and Zoning
Administrator Joyce Wolfe introduced

amendments to the Cluster Subdivisions
and Major Subdivision Ordinances, as
well as updates to the zoning ordinances
regarding accessory dwelling units and
accessory buildings.

The Cluster Subdivision Ordinance was
rewritten based on New Kent County’s
Subdivision ordinance, incorporating
changes to parcel sizes, open space
requirements, recreational facilities, and
water systems, among other elements. The
Major Subdivision Ordinance was revised
to support larger lots by removing certain
driveway specifications for properties of
three acres or more. The revision aims to
ensure that major subdivisions contribute
positively to the county and reduce
maintenance costs.

Amendments to the Zoning Ordinance
for Accessory Dwelling Units were
revised to allow for the construction of
structures on parcels with an existing

dwelling, restricted to immediate family
members, and increasing the size limit
from 800 to 1,000 square feet.
Additionally, revisions to the zoning
ordinance for accessory buildings and
structures will limit the number and size
of such buildings on a property.

There were no public speakers during the
hearings for any of the four amendments.
All proposed changes were unanimously
approved by the supervisors, in
accordance with the Planning
Commission's recommendations.

VDOT Resident Engineer Lee McKnight
reported road improvements on Green
Level Road (Rt. 621) and Brandywine
Road (Rt. 649) will begin next month. He
also said improvements to East River
Road (Rt. 600) are scheduled to begin in
March 2027. Improvements to Etna Mills
Road (Rt. 614), adding a guardrail, were
just completed.

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Va. Food Banks Seek Partnerships With Local Growers Amid Record-high Need for Food Assistance

WASHINGTON—With historic
hunger rates on the rise, Virginia food
banks are looking to leverage local
resources to improve health outcomes
across the commonwealth.

The U.S. Department of Agriculture
and Department of Health & Human
Services recently released updated
dietary guidelines that acknowledge
the value of prioritizing high-quality
protein, dairy and fresh fruits and
vegetables to address poor health
outcomes across the nation.

“We know that eating well and eating
good food is a critical part of your
health journey,” remarked Eddie
Oliver, Federation of Virginia Food
Banks executive director. “But access
has to be part of the conversation
when we talk about better health
outcomes, because the most nutritious
food is often the least affordable.”
Each year, millions of Americans
experience food insecurity—uncertain
access to adequate food due to a lack
of financial resources. Food insecurity
is associated with higher incidences
of chronic disease, and food-insecure
individuals typically have higher
overall health care costs when
compared to food-secure individuals,
according to Feeding America.

Over 1 million Virginians were food
insecure in 2023—the highest number
recorded in Feeding America’s Map
the Meal Gap study.

And demand for food assistance
across the federation’s seven regional
food banks and their network of 1,150
pantry partners “has only gone up,”
Oliver noted.

The food banks are spending nearly
five times more on food than in
2019—strained by rising food
prices, federal funding cuts to food
purchasing programs, and One Big
Beautiful Bill Act cuts to the
Supplemental Nutrition Assistance
Program and Medicaid.

The network spent about $3 million
over budget during the government
shutdown in response to “the longest
pantry lines we’ve seen in years—
when folks were unsure if they were
going to get their SNAP benefits, and
we had a lot of layoffs,” he added.
Over 850,500 Virginians were
enrolled in the SNAP program as of
September 2025, according to
the Virginia Department of Social
Services.

To accommodate for SNAP cuts in
the One Big Beautiful Bill Act, the
food banks network would need to
“suddenly distribute twice as much

food overnight,” Oliver noted.

Dairy, meat, protein and fresh
produce are the most requested pantry
items—and often the hardest to come
by. As grocery stores struggle to stock
their own shelves, the network
becomes increasingly dependent on
local growers for wholesome foods.
“It’s really remarkable that
agriculture is Virginia’s largest
private industry, and yet we have over
a million people who are food
insecure,” Oliver remarked. “We feel
like we can support local economies
and strengthen Virginia’s food system
by buying from local producers.”

The federation works to strengthen
partnerships with Virginia farmers
through initiatives like Farms to Food
Banks, which includes The Virginia
Agriculture Food Assistance
Program. Administered by the
Virginia Department of Agriculture
and Consumer Services, VAFAP
compensates farmers for food
products that are donated or sold to

charitable food assistance
organizations.
Recent apple surpluses

inspired fruitful partnerships between
the food banks network and
Shenandoah Valley orchards—
delivering high-quality apples to
neighbors in need while reducing
food waste and improving farmers’
bottom lines.

To keep up with protein demand, the
network has sourced peanut butter
from local processors, locally raised
beef and fresh, local milk through its
Milk for Good program. Through a
partnership with the Maryland &
Virginia Milk Producers Cooperative
and charitable donations, the food
banks purchased over 30,000 half
gallons of milk in the last three
months.

in tandem with the state’s food crop
donation tax credit, offering farmers
50% farm market value on
wholesome foods donated to food
banks. Donors may claim up to
$10,000 per year in tax credits.

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Letter to the Editor

Dear Editor,

As the General Assembly moves

through its 2026 session, King
William County residents are
watching a wave of legislation—
specifically HB 217 and SB 749—
that threatens to fundamentally
reclassify our law-abiding
neighbors as criminals. When
Richmond expands the definition
of "prohibited firearms™ or adds
layers of taxation, they aren't just
regulating an industry; they are
shrinking the boundary of
constitutional exercise for rural
Virginians.

These bills take a citizen here in
King William who is doing exactly
what they have always done—
possessing a tool for self-defense
or hunting that was legal
yesterday—and place them one
administrative error or “feature"
away from a criminal record today.
We must ask: Does this legislation
actually address public safety? If
the goal is to stop violent crime,
does an 11% excise tax on
ammunition deter a criminal? Or
does it simply price a low-income
King William family out of the
ability to practice safely? If the
goal is "responsible conduct,” do
vague industry standards stop straw
purchases, or do they simply use
the threat of litigation to bankrupt
the small, local businesses that our
community relies on?

The likely impacts are clear and
local. Under HB 217, a 20-year-old
in our county who possesses a
standard semi-automatic rifle for
hunting or home defense overnight
becomes a Class 1 misdemeanant.

Is turning a law-abiding young
adult into a criminal "worth" an
outcome that even the Department
of Planning and Budget notes has
an "indeterminate” impact on crime
rates?

Furthermore, every new
restriction demands a massive shift
in state resources. Have we
calculated the man-hours required
for state police to manage new
requirements or the judicial
backlog created? In a county like
ours, where law enforcement
resources are already stretched
thin, these unfunded mandates are
a disservice to taxpayers.

When you pass laws that the
public knows will not stop a
determined criminal but will
burden a law-abiding neighbor,
you do not increase safety; you
decrease respect for the law. We
should stop speaking in "hopes"
and start speaking in "likelihoods."

If our representatives cannot say
with certainty that these negative
effects are a fair price to pay for
likely results, then this legislation
is not a service to King William or
the Commonwealth. It is an
overreach of the pen. Do not
criminalize our way of life for an
outcome that may never come to
